2.0 The Government of Tanzania has received financing from the World Bank toward the cost of the Science and Technology Education Project (STHEP) and intends to apply part of the funds to cover eligible payments under the contract for provision consultancy services for carrying out impact assessment of TEA funded Projects.
3.0   The overall objective of this consultancy will  include but not limited to the following: 

a) To establish the impact of funded projects in line with Education Fund Act No. 8 of 2001, Mid Term Strategic Plan 2005/06 2009/10 and Performance Indicators and Targets as laid down in the TEA Performance Monitoring Plan (PMP). 
b) To measure the effectiveness of TEA  interventions, relating to social - economic changes at assisted schools, colleges and Universities, surrounding areas and the country in general that could be attributed to TEA funded educational projects
4.0    Scope of assignment:
The Consultant is expected to use both participatory and quantitative techniques to ensure that both qualitative and quantitative information are obtained from different groups that will be interviewed. In this respect, the consultant shall elaborate on the design and methodologies to facilitate data collection, analysis and dissemination of results during implementation of the impact evaluation exercise. 
The study is expected to be undertaken in at least 10 regions in Tanzania mainland and Zanzibar. The Consultant will have to choose a representative sample that will be agreed upon by TEA

The main activities in carrying out the assignment for Project Impact Assessment will include:
i.
Establishing problems inherent in educational institutions before and after intervention.
ii.
Establishing the extent to which key programs have achieved the intended goals.
iii.
Determining whether changes in quality, equity and access in education are attributed from TEA interventions, or if they are result of some other intervening factors occurring simultaneously / external factors.

iii.
Determining the extent of program/project impacts variations across different groups of intended beneficiaries, regions, and over time.

iv.
Identification of any unintended effects of interventions, either positive or negative.

v.
Validating the effectiveness of TEA programs/projects in comparison with alternative interventions. 

vi. Establishing the extent to which interventions have impacted respective projects and the community.

vii.
Preparing recommendations based on results of the evaluation that can be used for future project planning purposes.

The Tanzania Education Authority (TEA) through Ministry of Education and Vocational Training (MoEVT) has received the financing for the services and now invites eligible consultants to indicate their interest in providing the services. Interested consultants must provide information indicating that they are qualified to perform the services (brochures, description of similar assignments, experience in similar conditions, availability of appropriate skills among staff, etc.). Consultants may associate to enhance their qualifications but must have to submit their association agreement.
